****Second Wednesday in May between 6:00 p.m. and 8:00 p.m. -- Market Swine and Swine Carcass must be brought to the fairgrounds on the 
second Wednesday in May between 6:00pm - 8:00pm to have an ear tag placed in the hog's ear.  Completed registration card and registration fees 
must be paid and turned in to the Sale Commmittee member recording tag numbers.   Any exhibitor not turning in a market swine or swine carcass 

registration form  at this time, will not be eligible to participate in the Athens County Junior Fair Livestock Show and Sale.  A $3.00 registration fee is to 
be paid at this time.

***A $3.00 per live and/or carcass registration fee must be paid at this time. 
       ***Example:   Animal is being registered as BOTH live and carcass - $6.00 registration due

       ***Example:   Animal is being registered for carcass ONLY - $3.00 registration due
